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The extension allows a user to take a grid in a known projection and then project the grid to another user chosen projection.





This extension is similar in operation to ESRI's projector extension. I even borrowed some of the code from the projector extension to make things easy on the user since most have used the projection extension and also because I am a firm believer in code reuse.








To install the extension just place the gridproj.avx file into your ArcView Ext32 directory and then in Arcview choose File->Extensions and Choose the "Grid Projector" Extension by checking the box to the left and pressing OK.





You will see one new button added to the View GUI which has an icon which looks like the following.





�





To use the extension make the grid theme you want to reproject active and press the above button. You will be ask to enter the input projection in not geographic and you will be ask to enter the ouput projection. You will then be ask the view you would like to place the newly projected grid theme in.





Give it a few minutes especially if the grid is large. You will see a message of what is going on in the bottom left message area of your ArcView application..





I have not tried this extension with all different types of projections. I have tested a fair number and one thing I have found is that if you project a grid and then if you try to project it again into another projection you may get an error. The problem, I believe is with a singular matrix. When you go from one projection to another and then another, the cellsize stays the same but your absolute extents can change. This can sometimes cause a problem with the warp. To avoid such problems, if you need a grid to be in more than one projection, then always project the grid from the original. That is lets say you have a grid in Geodetic and you want a copy in UTM Zone 15 and one in Robinson. Then always project from the Geodetic original for both new projections.





Thats all there is to it. If you discover a bug fix it and send me the corrected version or let me know and I will fix it. If you are interested then the information below explains how this extension works.
